General Business:
Foredeck:

Discussion was held on a proposal from Australia to change the current foredeck rule. It was pointed out that this was not a vote to change the rule, that it was simply to see how we feel, prior to a formal ballot should it go ahead.
Proposal was read by Phil McNeil:

Delete rule 8.13.1

8.13.1 Foredeck: Shall extend from stem to a point not less than 1422mm aft of stem. Holes not exceeding a total area of 0.13sqm may be allowed but must be watertight or self-draining. The foredeck shall not fall below shear level.

Replace rule 8.13.2

8.13.2 Sidedecks: Shall extend from the foredeck to stern and shall not be less than 177mm in width between vertical projections from the outermost edge of the gunwale and the inner edge of the deck or the point where the deck returns below sheer level.

With

8.13.2 Sidedecks: Shall extend from stern to a point not less than mid-length and shall not be less than 177mm in width between vertical projections from the outermost edge of the gunwale and the inner edge of the deck or the point where the deck returns below sheer level.
There was a general discussion. The general consensus was that we would be in favour, but there was a concern that some old boats may be made illegal depending on the measurer’s interpretation. Currently a foredeck can extend back past the mid point (from the bow), and this would mean the side decks to not come far enough forward to comply with the new rule.

It was suggested that the rule be Grand Fathered to protect old boats, or reworded to ensure all boats comply. Perhaps we should replace the current 8.13.1 with 8.13.2 slightly changed and reword  8.13.2 something like this?
Replace rule 8.13.1 with the current 8.13.2

8.13.1 Sidedecks: Shall extend from the foredeck, (if fitted), to stern and shall not be less than 177mm in width between vertical projections from the outermost edge of the gunwale and the inner edge of the deck or the point where the deck returns below sheer level.

8.13.2 Decks: Shall extend from the stern to a point not less than mid-length.
It was decided that Phil / Dave Lee / Peter Precey should discuss final wording with the Australians.  
Scales:
Discussion was held on whether the Association should look into buying our own set of scales for weighing boats. Colin Shanks indicated that he had a set of Load Cell Scales, and he could bring these to a contest if needed.

Yachting New Zealand Website / Javelin Listed as Category A*
Peter Precey raised the point that Yachting New Zealands Website listed the Javelin Class as Cat A. Some New Zealand boats are currently illegal when sailing under Cat A. David Brown replied, The Javelin class owners association has previously written to YNZ informing them that the Javelin Class had formally opted to sail under Cat C. David Brown to follow up with YNZ, to ensure their records are updated.
Publicity Officer:

Ben Bax asked whether the class had a publicity officer, and asked whether we should consider appointing one.
