Notice of Race


Rules


1.1 The regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing (rules), the prescriptions of Yachting New Zealand (YNZ), the rules of the Javelin class and this Notice of Race (except as any of these are changed by the Sailing Instructions) and the Sailing Instructions.


1.2 The regatta is designated Category B.

All competitors’ advertising must be declared with entry and must not conflict with the interests of the event sponsor.


1.3 The YNZ Safety Regulations Part 1, shall apply.


2.0 Alterations of Racing Rules


The Racing Rules will be modified in accordance with rule 86 as follows:

4.0 Eligibility and Entry


4.1 To be eligible to compete in this event a competitor shall be a member of a club or other organisation affiliated to the National Authority in their home country.


4.2 Each entrant must be a financial member of it's home class owners association.


4.3 The regatta is open to all boats of the Javelin class complying with class rules.


4.4 Advance entries will be accepted until the normal closing date of December 11, by completing the attached entry form accompanied by a fee of NZ$100. Fee only payable for yachts travelling within the North Island of New Zealand to this regatta. The fee is waived for all other entrants - the entry form is required for all competitors). Fee can be mailed to:

4.5 Late entries, accompanied by a late entry fee of $150 may be accepted at the Race Committee’s discretion until December 30, 2000.

5.4 Racing Schedule:
The scheduled time of the warning signal for the Kingham Trophy Invitation race is 1000 hours on Saturday, December 30, 2000.

The scheduled time of the warning signal for Race 1 is 1330 hours on Friday December 30th, 2000.

Up to four (4) races may be scheduled per day, some of which may be sailed back to back. After 5 races are completed, 1 drop will be allowed. After 9 races are completed, a total of 2 drops will be allowed.

A total of 12 races are scheduled including the Kingham Trophy Invitation Race.

A lay day on which no racing will be held is scheduled for January 1st, 2001.

Reserve races are scheduled throughout the series should races be postponed.

No race shall start after 1800 hours on Thursday January 4th, 2001.


6.0 Sailing Instructions


The Sailing Instructions will be available on December 29th, 2000.


7.0 Racing Area


The races will be held on Wellington Harbour.


8.0 Courses to be Sailed


The course will be windward / leeward, an offset mark may be used.


9.0   Scoring


9.1 The Low-Points Scoring System, rule A2 of the Racing Rules, will apply.


9.2   Five (5) races shall be completed to constitute a series.


10.0  Alternative Penalties


10.1 The 720degree turns alternative penalty will apply, as described in section 44 of the racing rules of sailing.





11.0  Decisions of the Jury


11.1       This regatta is not granted appeal status to Yachting New Zealand


12.0  Prizes


The following prizes will be awarded:

Kingham Trophy: First placed New Zealand owned and registered Javelin in the Kingham Trophy Invitation Race.

Ray Eady Trophy: First placed New Zealand owned and registered Javelin in the South Pacific Championships regatta.

John Long Memorial Trophy: Second placed New Zealand owned and registered Javelin in the South Pacific Championships regatta.

DFL Trophy: Awarded to last placed New Zealand owned and registered Javelin in the South Pacific Championship regatta.

Junior Trophy: Awarded to highest placed New Zealand crew with a combined age of 42 years or less on December 30th, 2000

Masters Trophy: Awarded to the highest placed New Zealand crew with one (1) member aged 45 or over on December 30th, 2000

South Pacific Championships Trophy: First placed Javelin in the South Pacific Championships regatta.
