Rules:

The Regatta/Races will be governed by the 1997-2000 I.S.A.F. Racing rules of Sailing (RRS), and amendments (December 1997, and January 1999), the prescriptions and special regulations of the A.Y.F. Part 2, the Javelin class rules (except as any of these are altered by the sailing instructions), and by the sailing instructions.

The Regatta is classified as a Category B event in accordance with Appendix G and the prescriptions of the A.Y.F.

Eligibility:

The Australian National Championship is open to registered boats of the Australian Javelin Class Association, where both crews are current financial members of  the Australian Javelin Class Association. Each entered boat must also hold a $5,000,000 minimum third party insurance cover. Eligible boats shall have a current measurement certificate.

Eligible boats may enter on the attached Entry Form, which shall be lodged with the Victorian Javelin Class Association by the 30th March, 2001, accompanied by the required fee of $100.
