The Organising Authority is the Javelin Association of Australia in conjunction with the Chelsea Yacht Club. The Championships will be conducted on behalf of the Javelin Association of Victoria by the Chelsea Yacht Club Inc., Kelvin Grove, Chelsea, Victoria.

1
Rules


The regatta/race will be governed by the current rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing, the special regulations of the AYF, the rules of the Javelin Association of Australia, (except as any of these are altered by the sailing instructions) and by the sailing instructions.

2
Alterations of Class Rules


The rules of the Javelin Association of Australia will be altered as follows:

2.1
Part II – By Laws, Rule 3 “Heats, Scoring and Courses for Australian Championships” of the Javelin Association of Australia Constitution will be altered by:
‘Courses shall have no minimum distance requirement.’

3
Alterations of Racing Rules


The racing rules will be modified in accordance with rule 86 as follows:

3.1 Rule RRS – “Race Signals”, will be altered by:  ‘When Code flag “AP” is displayed ashore, the warning signal for an event will be made not less than 30 minutes after “AP” is lowered.’

3.2 Rule RRS 35 – “Time Limit and Scores”, will be altered by:  ‘Boats failing to finish within twenty (20) minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be scored as Did Not Finish (DNF).’

3.3 Rule RRS 61.2 – “Protest Time Limit”, will be altered by:  ‘The Protest Time limit for each event will be 60 minutes after the finish of the last boat in the last race of the day for each event.’

3.4 Rule RRS 66 – “Reopening a Hearing”, will be altered by:  Adding the sentence, ‘On the last race day, a party to a hearing may ask for a reopening no later than one (1) hour after being informed of the decision.’
3.5 Rule RRS 60 and 61 – “Right to Protest and Request Redress” and “Protest Requirements”, will be altered by:  ‘Infringements of Sailing Instructions 1.2, 17, 18.2, 18.3, 18.4 and 20 shall not be grounds for protest by competitors, but may result in action by the Race Committee or Jury.’
3.6 Rule RRS 63.1 – “Requirement for a Hearing” – will be altered by:  ‘For each race or race session each competitor intending to race shall personally “sign-on”, by signing the race sign-on sheet located in the Race Administration area prior to the warning signal of the race or race session. Failure to comply with this sailing instruction will result in a boat being scored equal to “DNC” for the race or races without a hearing.’

Eligibility and Entry

4.1
The regatta is open to boats of the Javelin Association of Australia, Javelin class, provided that, each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of AUD$1,000,000, that each competitor shall be a financial member of the Javelin Association of Australia and that each competitor complies with RRS Appendix 2 – ISAF eligibility code.

4.2 Eligible boats may enter on the attached Entry Form which shall be lodged with the Race Secretary, 9 Arlunya Court, Aspendale Gardens, 3195, Victoria by Friday, 7 December 2001 accompanied by the required fee (see item 5). Late entries will be accepted up to 1030 hours on Friday 28 December 2001. The fee for late entry is AUD$150 and must be accompanied by an Entry Form.

Support Boats


Team Managers, Coaches, and other support Personnel shall keep to leeward and more than 50 metres clear of any competitor or mark of the course between the preparatory signal and expiration of race time, except in boats provided by the organising authority or when asked to assist by the Race Committee.

Radio Communications


A boat shall neither make radio transmission while racing nor receive radio communication not available to all boats. This requirement also applies to mobile telephone communications.

15
Prizes


Prizes will be awarded to the following competitors:

15.1 The Javelin Association of Australia Perpetual trophies will be awarded to the winning Australian skipper and crew of the Australian Championships.

15.2 Trophies and medallions will be awarded to the skipper and crew of the first four Australian boats based on overall placing in the Championships.

15.3 Overall winner of the Invitation race series.

15.4 1st Veteran skipper Perpetual trophy.

15.5 1st Junior skipper Perpetual trophy.

15.6 1st Female skipper otherwise first Female crew Perpetual trophy.

15.7 1st Skipper and Crew on handicap.
